In February, the multi-county child support offiserving families in Greene, Christian and
Taney Counties will move from South Street to tixéhsfloor of Cox Medical Tower, 1443 N.
Robberson, Springfield, just north of the Judi€alrts Facility and west of Cox North
Hospital.

Greene County used a bidding process with fourtioiea to determine the best location and
terms for the four-year lease with five annual opgl. Cox Medical Tower offered the best
location for proximity to the Judicial Courts Féigil The new location will also result in a more
efficient office design as well as lower lease eqes.
